Camp Kasper, or ‘Kasper Kollo’ as it is known in Swedish, 
was founded in September 2002 by John Moll and Johan 
Källstrand. Camp Kasper in Sweden works with children 
and young adults aged 7 to 28 who have recognised 
learning difficulties. Typical learning difficulties include 
Asperger’s Syndrome, Autistic Spectrum Disorders, ADHD 
and Tourette’s Syndrome.  

At camp, they experience the kind of positive and se-
cure environment that enables them to take new steps in 
terms of social integration and finding new insights into

Camp Kasper background

The Camp site
The places we choose as our ‘camp-
sites’ must meet a number of key crite-
ria and comply with health and safety 
regulations. At present we use three 
sites in Sweden and one in the UK.

Enough rooms …
We also ensure that there is enough 
space for each camper to have 
a room of their own if they wish.  
We have found that for some cam-
pers being able to retire to their own 
room makes the difference between 
a bad or good camp experience.

… smaller groups
The premises should also allow us 
to divide the campers into smaller 
groups, i.e. there should be many dif-
ferent rooms for the various activities 
that we offer. 

… ideally suited
We have chosen to hold this year’s 
camps at The New School, Butterstone  
in Perthshire. The New School is  
ideally suited to our needs as it is a 
residential school for children and 
young adults with learning difficulties 
during the rest of the year.  

Outdoor activities …
The grounds surrounding us should 
preferably be vast, well suited for out-
door activities and not too far away 
from a beach or a loch.

Two camp periods in July 2009
The two camp periods will run from 3/7 – 16/7 and from 18/7 – 31/7.
We divide the groups according to age and interest after contact has  
been established between families and the Camp Kasper staff. 

We believe that many of the 
youngsters would benefit from continued development of 
the ‘Kasper concept’. 

Many young people in Sweden and across Europe now 
have the opportunity to spend their summer holidays tra-
velling abroad, experiencing other cultures and learning a 
new language. Unfortunately this is not often possible for 
the majority of youngsters who are in some way learning 
disabled. We feel that the opportunity to benefit from such 
experiences should be available to all young people.
